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A Research Project to Create a Prototype School for Inclusive Education

Inveolving the Normal and Special Needs Children
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Abstract
This study aimed to develop a prototype school for inclusive education involving the normal and
special needs children at the elementary education level. A school in Suphan Buri Province, named Tessaban 2

(Wat Prasat Thong) School, was selected purposively as the sample school.
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Research findings showed that knowledge of the school teachers on inclusive education was at the
moderate level. After the experiment, the school teachers showed positive attitudes at the high level toward
inclusive education. Parents showed positive attitudes at the high level toward inclusive education. Students
showed positive attitudes at the very high level toward inclusive education. Teachers with different genders,
educational qualifications, ages, incomes, marital statuses, occupations, and teaching experiences did not
significantly differ in their knowledge of and attitudes toward inclusive education. Parents with different
genders, educational levels, ages, incomes, marital statuses, and occupations did not significantly differ in their
attitudes toward inclusive education. Students with different genders, and types (normal and special needs
students) did not significantly differ in their attitudes toward inclusive education.

The grades on mathematics and Thai language learning achievements of almost all special needs
children, who used to fail in the two learning areas, were at the 4.00 level, and all of them received higher
grades after the experiment. Also, the special needs children showed improved development academically,
emotionally, and socially.

It was finally concluded that the sample school was proved to be a good prototype school for inclusive

education involving the normal and special needs children.
