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The purposes of the research focused on two main aspects of Tamayanti’s
novels:

1. To study the conflicts of individual novel, the conflicts of overall
aspects and the similarities and specific conflicts of Tamayanti’s novels.

2. To consider and interpret conflicts in terms of the reflection of Thai
society depicted in her 13 novels. The presentation of the results is descriptive
and analytical. According to the study of conflicts in each novel, the research
revealed that the intensity of conflicts ranging from high to low resulted from the
conflict between human and human, human and society, and characters’ internal
conflicts. However, the conflict of human and nature appeared the least. All 13

novels shared two similarities: external and internal conflicts. The difference was
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in the repetitive frequencies of the similarities in each novel. However, certain
similarities of conflicts were rarely found. Moreover, all novels featured the
specific conflicts and shared similarities of conflicts in other novels when all
novels were considered and interpreted in terms of reflection of Thai society’s
trends. The research divided the data analysis into six aspects:

1. The reflection of the economy:

It referred to economic conditions which were affected by wars and

poverty.
2. The reflection of politics:
The aspect depicted illegal actions.
3. The reflection of educaticn:

The aspect indicated that some women were not educated and had little
chance of education and only finished high school, while others had a chance to
study 1n a university but did not finish any higher degree.

4. The reflection of religion, culture, tradition and social values:

It dealt with immorality, wrongdoing and good social values.

5. The reflection of the family:

It referred to the conflicts in families and between relatives, parental
roles towards their children and to grandparents, and marital roles of wife and
husband.

6. The reflection of the values of daily life:

It described the life of villagers, farmers and city people.
