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The objective of this thesis is to study legal measures desisned to the
legai rights of the children infected with AIDS. In the context, the following
condition have been described: the nature and spread of the AIDS, the effect
of the spreading of AIDs on the children in Thailand, the philosophy of protecting
the human rights of AIDS infected children under the Universal Declaration
of Human Rights and the Convention on the Children’s Rights, the agreement
under the international law relating to children’s rights in Thailand, laws and
the state’s policy pursuant to the National Economic and Social Development
Plan, the National Plan for the Prevention and Elimination of AIDS, with the
views to prescribe the specific measures to protect the rights the children

infected with AIDS.
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The study reveals that children infected with AIDS are adversely

impacted in the family context. The parents of AIDS infected children lose
their lives because of AIDS. The problems of the maintenance of the children,
healthcare and treatment, and the problem of keeping the confidentiality of the
personal data of the children infected with AIDS, create certain difficulties for
the children in the society . In many cases these children are rejected and
segregated by the society and cannot adequatery protect themselves. These
children inevitably become the less privileged individuals with no guarantee
of a quality life in the society. Children infected with AIDS should receive
more protection. The State should ensure that the AIDS infected children
will be afforded special protections so that they will have a comfortable
standard of living and adequate healthcare.

In conclusion, it is the opinion of the researcher that certain legal
measures should be set up to afford children infected with AIDS, the right to
receive medical services, education, welfare as well as the right to participate
fully in society. It is recommended that the following legislation should be
revised and amended to better protect AIDS infected children: The Official
Information and Data Act B.E. 2540, The National Committee on Human Rights
Act B.E. 2542, The Child Protection Act B.E. 2546 and The Act on the Promotion
and Provision of Social Welfare B.E 2546. In this connection, the minister in
charge of the foregoing legislation should be empowered to issue ministerial
regulations that enable government officials to provide social welfare benefits

to the children infected with AIDS on an individual basis.
