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The purposes of this research were as follows: to identify and compare
the need of the undergraduates of Sripatum University, Chon Buri Campus,
for participation in student activities academic, sport, art and culture, and
community services, and to list recommendations involving such need. A
sample of 350 undergraduates students was sampled using a stratified random
sampling technigue from the population of 2,799 students enrolling in the
second semester of 200Z. A sixty-item questionnaire was used as the tool.
Percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test and one-way analysis of variance

were used for data analysis.



Results: TE 150479

1. The students’ need for participation in the above-mentioned student
activities was at a high level.

2. Male and female students need was not significantly different at the
statistical level of 0.05.

3. The students in different class levels differed in their need for
participation in academic, art and culture, and community services at the
statistical level of 0.05.

4. The students studying in different faculties did not differ in their
need for participation in academic, art and culture, and community services
at the statistical level of 0.05.

5. The students from different geographical regions did not differ in the
need for participation at the statistical level of 0.05.

6. The studenis whose parents were in different occupations did not
differ in their need for participation at the statistical level of 0.05.

7. The students whose parents incomes were differed in their need for
participation in art and culture at the statistical level of 0.05.

8. The students with different GPA did not differ in their need for
participation at the statistical level of 0.05

9. The students accommodations were different did not differ in their

need for participation at the statistical level of 0.05.
