The purposes of this study were: 1) to study ego identity of students in
Adolescence 2) to study the responsibility behavior of student in adolescence
3) to compare ego identity between the general adolescent students and the
risk adolescent students 4) to compare responsibility behavior between the
general adolescent students and the risk adolescent students 5) to study
relationships between ego identity and responsibility behavior of students.

A sample consisted of 191 students in second semester, academic year
2002,Pakchong district, Nakornratchasima province. Data were gathered by
means of questionnaires which ego identity and the responsibility behavior
Percentage, Mean, Standard Deviation, t-test and Pearson’s Product-Moment
