This cross sectional study was aimed to describe and analyze the student variables of
academic achievements, personal characteristics, self-concept in its overall and dimensions, in addition
to the relationship among them. Based on the stratified random sampling, the three hundred and sixth
students who were studying at the first-forth year levels in faculty of education, Silpakorn University,
were chosen to questionnaires. The collected data then was described in numbers, percentage, mean,
median, range, maximum and minimum values, and inferentially analyzed with Chi-square, Pearson
Product Moment Correlation Coefficient, Spearman Rank Correlation Coefficient and Simple
regression linear statistic technique at significant level 0 =0.05.

From the results, 49.0% of the respondents had their academic achievements at high level.
By largely they were female and had their age between 20-25 years old, enough income. They came
from many provinces and were firstborn child and had 1-2 family members. They were studying at the
first-second year levels and in the Thai language and the psychological subjects. Their overall self-
concept and almost all of its dimensions were evaluated at the high level except to the dimension of
learning and general activities in the university which had both of the low and high levels at the slight
different proportions. The personal characteristics (sex, income, residences, family members and birth
ranking) and the self-concept (overall, physical abilities, physical appearance, friend relation, parent
relation, reading abilities, educational abilities, and learning and general activities in the university)
were significantly associated with the academic achievements (P< 0.05). The simple regression linear
was constructed to predict the relationship between the two variables as follows:

The academic achievements = 0.021 the overall self-concept
As for the recommendations, the researchers suggest that the university must manipulate the
guidelines for arrangement in activities which can formulate all of the positive self-concepts happened
in the students. The students must be developed for their creative thinking and involvements in the
university activities. Furthermore the self-concept test must be developed to screen and admit the
applicants whom have their suitable characteristics for studying in this faculty. Finally the development
of self-concept must be established and mobilized under the involvements among the three stakeholders

namely family, religious and educational institutions.
