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The objective of this research is to collect and study the Surin Khmer
terms in the Saen Don Ta Tradition. The data is collected from the Khmer people
in Tha-tum district, Surin province.

The Saen Don Ta Tradition’s words consist of nouns, verbs, adjectives,
classifiers, numerals. Each word, with its meaning, is presented in the form of the
phonetic alphabet. Examples of using the words as well as pictures are also
included.

The result of this study shows that are thirteen technical terms only
found in the Saen Don Ta Tradition and the rest is terms used in the Saen Don
Ta Tradition as well as in daily life.

The importance of the Saen Don Ta Tradition is the significance of the
virtue involved. The most outstanding virtue is loyalty and devotion to parents,
elderly including all other people in the society. Furthermore, the Saen
Don Ta Tradition also reveals the originally background of Animism in Surin
Khmer community as well as the mixed influences with Brahminism and
Buddhism.
