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An Invisible life: post-operative male to female transsexual is a qualitative study
which reflected sexual marginality of post-operative male to female transsexual through
social and career lives in Thai social-cultural context and law system. Participant is 8 post-
operative male to female transsexuals and concept of marginality is used for analyzing the
data.

Regarding participants’ social and career lives, the finding showed that the
participants still were not well understood and accepted by society despité having
undergone sex reassignment surgery. Also they encountered several obstacles in their
daily life such as interpersonal relations, marriage, and working in organization.

Moreover, sex reassignment surgery does not change legal sex status so they still
had to face life’s troubles such as victim of rape or immigration. All of this reflected
sexual marginality of post-operative male to female transsexual who have no social

position, lack of power, lose acceptance from society, and discriminate.
