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This siudy is a explain major problems concemning female labor in
Thailand and the lack of skilled women labor. It is found that female labor is
an important factor of production. Tﬁe more skilled labor a county has the
more development capability it possesses. Thailand, Together with other
development counties lacks this skilled labor force.

The thesis explains the conduct of Thai foreign policy with regard to
the development of the rights and position of the female labor. Thailand is a
member country of the International Labor organization which implements the
policy for the promotion of social justice in such aspects as enacting labor

laws, and rules and regulations in accordance with the purposes of the ILO; to
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maintain social justice for the benefits of the labor without any dissemination
according to the principle of human rights.

The research finds that even with rules and regulation prescribed by the
ILO, such a developing country as Thailand cannot cope with widespread
labor problems, particularly with regard to those pertaining tc female labor. In
an aspect some problems are rooted in cultural values in the society which
treats men higher than women. But at the present , the society has champed
with socio-economic situation. Women, traditionally house wives, have
become a meaningful power for the progressive development of the country.
The society, therefore should accept a new position of women in the society.

The development of female labor can be done through human
investment in education, training, and international supervision. International
ccoperation is a key to the success though long period of time may be needed.

The educated and well trained female labor is one important factor in
the economic development of the county. With adequate quality female labor
and with the assistance through international cooperation, women labor will

contribute greatly to the development of the county.
