The research aims to study the needs and problems in the utilization of
information resources of graduate students in ten Ramkamhaeng University
Regional Campuses : Nakhonsithammarat, Uthai Thani, Phrachin Buri,
Amnadcharoen, Nakhonphanom, Phrae, Nakhonratchasima, Sukhothai,
Khonkhaen and Samutprakran (Bangna campus). The questionnaire with the
reliability of .95 constructed by the researcli_er was used in data collecting.
The number of sample used in this study was 712 graduate students. The
statistics used in this analysis were percentages, means and standard
deviation.

The results of the finding were that students in all Ramkamhaeng
University regional campuses had similar needs on printed materials for the
purposes of writing thematic paper and thesis. Most of them used the campus
library once a week. The searching method used in finding materials was
looking through book-shelves and general printed materials. Searching for the

essence of contents was the most importance. Information resources were

important and necessary for their studies. Information resources outside the
university regional campuses were provincial public libraries. Academic
textbooks, supplementary books, references, research reports, government
publications, theses and Thai academic journals were the most information
resources used. The most information services required by the graduate
students were acquisition and inquiry services, internet information searching
services and Web Site searching services, CD-ROM database services and
online-database services.

The most problems often found in using library information resources
iﬁ university regional campuses were the late services of the new books, there
were less book titles needed by graduate students, more computers and

academic journals were needed.
