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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to: TE 118150

(1) Study the opinions about the appropriateness of student — activities
administrators, Students’ club advisors and students in Ramkhamhaeng University on
academy, sports, arts and culture and beneficence.

(2) Compare the opinions about the appropriateness of student activities
between the students in connection with student activities and the ones without
connection with student activities.

A questicnnaire with a reliability of 0.98 developed by the researcher was
applied to collect data from the population of thirty- six student- activities
administrators. sixty eight students’ club advisors, and une thousand students selected
by Accidental Sampling. Thirty-five student — activities administrators, and sixty-five

~ students’ ¢lub advisors returned the completed questionnaires. 476 students in
connection with student activities and 482 students in connection with student
activities returned the completed questionnaires. Percentage, inean, standard
deviation and T-test for determining the difference between two independent means

were used for data analysis accomplished by using SPSS/ PC

The results of data analysis :
(1) In all the opinions about appropriateness of the student activities were
as follows :

1.1 On academic activities the students’ opinions were at a much
appropriate level but the student-activity administrators, and the student’ club
advisors’ opinions were at a little appropriate level.

1.2 On sports activities, arts and culture and beneficence the students’
and students’ club advisors’ opinions were at a much appropriate level, but the
student-activity administrators’ opinions were at a little appropriate level.

(2) In comparison of the opinions between the students in connection with

student activities and the students without connection with student activities, the

outcome indicated the following :
2.1 On academic activities, the opinions of the students between the
two groups were significantly different at the .05 level.

2.2 On sports, arts and culture, beneficence, and in all, no significant

difference existed betwecn both groups of students.
