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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to study and compare responsible behaviors of
students at Ramkhamhaeng University to four areas : self behaviors, learning, institutes,
and society according to their different sexes, study levels, and faculty of study.

The sample of the study consisted of freshmen and seniors of bechelor degree
programs who enrolled in the second semester of the academic year 2001. The research
tool was a set of five rating - scale questionnaires with 60 items. One thousand, six
hundreds and eighty copies were sent out and 1,590 or 94.08 per cent of the complete
ones were returned. Data were analyzed by frequency distribution, percentages,
arithmetic means and standard deviation. Hypotheses were tested by t - test, if there were
more than to be compared, One - Way - Analysis of Variance Hypotheses were tested by
t-test and One — way analysis of variance. In case of finding statistical differences,
Scheffe's method was employed for paired comparison

1. The responsible behaviors of the students to four areas were at high level.

2. The responsible behaviors of the students as classified by sexes, study levels,

and faculty of study were as follows :

2.1 The students with different sexes had different responsible behaviors to

self behaviors and learning at .05 level of statistical significance.

2.2 The students with different study levels had different responible behaviors

to self behaviors and society at .05 level of statistical significance.
2.3 The students with different faculty of study had different responible

behaviors to self behaviors, learning, institutes, and society at .05 level of statistical

significance.
