This study aims to analyze the objectives, content and presentation direction of
newspaper editorials regarding the coup d’état that took place in Thailand on 19" September
2006, by studying the top five selling daily newspapers, including Thairath, Dailynews, Kom
Chad Luek, Khaosod and Matichon, published between 1" August and 31" December 2006, a
period of five months and with a total of 577 editorials used for analysis. From these 577
editorials, 122 were Thairath, Dailynews had 135, Kom Chad Luek had 113, 106 were Khaosod,
and Matichon had 101. This research can be summarized under three points, as follows:

1. Objectives of the editorials - It was found that most newspapers aimed to present/explain
the news first and foremost, followed by persuasion, and to a lesser extent, to express
argumentative comments.

2. Analysis of the editorials regarding the coup d’état - It was found that the newspapers
presented two vimportant issues, these being (i) the facto;s causing the coup d’état and (ii)
management of the country following the coup d’état. Two key areas discussed in terms of those
factors causing the coup d’état were the cx—govemmént’s failure to manage the country
effectively and the conflict with the military. As for management of the country following the

coup d’état, it was found that the newspapers positively supported the performances of the

Council of National Security, the National Legislative Assembly, and of other
councils/committees established after the coup d’état.

3. Analysis of the presentation direction — It was found that the newspapers presented
content regarding the factors causing the coup d’état first in three ways: (i) negatively, by
focusing on negative criticisms of Pol. Lt. Col. Thaksin Shinawatra in terms of his failure to
manage the coun@ effectively, (ii) positively, by supporting Pol. Gen. Surayud Chulanont, and
(iii) in a neutral way by presenting the case for the Council of National Security, the National

Legislative Assembly, and other councils/committees established after the coup d’état.
