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The objectives of this research were to: 1) study levels of knowledge ~based operation
of the teachers and the level of school effectiveness across the basic education schools in the
Inspection Area 6 and 7; 2) compare levels of knowledge ~based operation of the teachers
aﬁd the level of school effectiveness in different schools size; 3):;.tudy the relationship between
teachers’ knowledge-based operation and school effectiveness; and 4) study components of
teachers’ knowledge-based operation can predict school effectiveness. A sample of 1,312
teachers and 328 principals were randomly selected from the teachers and principals in basic
education schools in the Inspection Area 6 and 7 of Thailand by means of stratified sampling
technique. The research instrument used to collect the data was a guestionnaire constructed by
the researcher in form of rating scales. The data were analyzed by using percentage, frequency,
means, standard deviation, On_e-Way ANOVA, Pearson product moment correlation, and

multiple regression analysis.

The findings were as follows: 1} levels of teachers’ knowledge —based operation
of the teachers and the level of school effectiveness across the basic education schools in the
Inspection Area 6 and 7 were high; 2) levels of teachers’ knowledge ~based operation in all
school sizes were significantly different at .05 but the levels of school effectiveness were not
different; 3) the relationship between teachers’ knowledge-based operation and school
effectiveness were significant; and 4) components of teachers’ knowledge-based operation in

buitding and applying knowledge and sharing knowledge can predict school effecliveness.
