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 The purposes of this research were to study and to compare77 the actual and expected of quality of life Buddhist 

novices in the house of priest in Pituratirajrangsarit the Prariyattidhamma school as classified by age, period of ordination, native 

place, education level and type of accommodation in four aspects:  physical domain, psychological domain, social relationships 

and environment. Sample were 95 Buddhist novices in the house of priest in Pituratirajrangsarit the Prariyattidhamma school.  The 

instrument of research was five rating scale questionnaires.  Statistics used to data analysis were percentage, mean, standard 

deviation, t-test, one-way ANOVA analysis of variance. 

The results have found that 

1. The actual and expected of quality of life Buddhist novices� in overall and in all each aspect were rated at a 

moderate level. 

2. There was no statistically significant difference in overall and in all each aspect of actual and expected of quality of 

life Buddhist novices, psychological domain were significant difference at  .05 level.  

3. There was no statistically significant difference in overall and in all each aspect of actual and expected of quality of 

life Buddhist novices� statistically significant difference at  .05 level in overall and in all each aspect of actual of quality of life 

Buddhist novices� as classified by education level with difference. 

4. There was no statistically significant difference in overall and in all each aspect of actual and expected of quality of 

life Buddhist novices, physical domain and environment were significant difference at  .05 level. 
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
