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This thesis is the study of the ethics of the police on the investigation
on the case of Cherry — Ann Dancan concentrated on morals of the police and
focused on the principles, regulations and commands which are concerning
the ethics. This research is a documentary research using descriptive analysis.
The study is divided into two parts. The first part is an analytic approach
concerning the police’s behavior in the investigation of the Cherry — Ann
Dancan case by using the standard of the ethics of Buddism see how the
behavior of police is immoral in the investigation of the case. The second part
is an analysis of the police’s behavior derived from the first part by connected

to the laws principles, regulations and commands.
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The results reveal that the police's behavior trend to be ethically
misconducting in the inquiry:of the Cherry — Ann Dancan case. The examples
are arresting, making of allegation, making witnesses and bribery.

Moreover the results also find that content existed in the law, regulation,
principles and commands concerning ethics are myriad and abstract.

The thesis then encourages the two alternatives. The first is a corrective
approach suggesting a correction of the moral content to become a professional
and pragmatic theme. This thesis also suggests the idea of training the officers
to be more professional and ethical by improving the inquiry task and the
administration concerning the investigation in order to increase the morale of
the officers. Examples are the improving of the administrative system sc that
the officials are able to be promoted in their line of investigation with justly
and regularly, improving the superannuating system and the commission
system.

The second alternative is a protective approach which is widely
mentioned because this thesis only concentrates on the morals’s conduct of the
officials in the field of the investigation. The thesis also encourages
consciousness on morals by suggesting that it must begin from the family, from
the school or educational institutions and finally create the specific professional

ethics.
