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The objectives of this thesis are: To study the impacts of New
Economic Order / New Trading Order under the free trade policy which
requires Thailand’s compliance to Agreement on Trade-Related Aspects of
Intellectual Property Rights (TRIPs), and to determine what benefits Thailand
would get from such a strict protection of intellectual property rights at the
global level. To study the global politico-socioeconomic change and the roles
of superpowers in the arecas of economic and international trade simul-

taneously in order to find solutions for Thailand future competitive strategy.
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By doing so, this may maximize Thailand’s benefit from the competition
under the new trading order especially on TRIPs Agreement.

The results of the study found that Thailand did not benefit directly
from such a strict protection of the intellectual property rights. Since the
economic superpowers, the owners of various intellectual property rights
including copyright, patent, trademarks, trade name, geographical indica-
tions, product design, protection of new plant varieties, layout-designs
(topographies) of Integrated circuit, and trade secrets or protection of
undisclosed information, dominate the World's intellectual property sector,
Thailand, a small state cannot take that much of an advantage from the
regime.

Furthermore, Thailand is also affected in many respects, because of
the so-called TRIPs Agreement being an encroachment of sovereignty,
internal laws by revised amendment, addition and/or on enacting the new
laws for protection of intellectual property rights in accordance with TRIPs
Agreement. Moreover, TRIPs Agreement becomes significant instruments
for the superpowers to protect their interests permitting the monopoly of the
intellectual property rights. The enforcement of TRIPs Agreement has made
the relations between the First World and the Third World become obviously
a dependent relationship.

Fromthestudy, Thailand should formulate national strategy, competitive

strategy and strengthen its position in the global politico-socioeconomic

arena. Hence, Thailand must expedite to build its competitiveness potentiality

in order to benefit from the participation on a global scale.
