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This research aimed at

1. Studying the behavior of occupation groups in utilizing 100,000 Baht
Village Fund, and

2. Studying the impact of such fund on the quality of life of people in
the local area.

The chosen samples consisted of committee members and regular
members of the occupation groups community leaders both male and female
in Muang District, Surin Province. Since Muang District has 10 Tambons, 3
villages from each Tambon were chosen and 4 respondents were sampled
from each village. Altogether, there were 120 respondents interviewed by the

researcher.
The findings are as follows:

1. The behavior of villagers in utilizing 100,000 Baht Village Fund in
Muang District, Surin Province highly followed the objectives as set out by
the Village Fund.

2. However, the quality of life of villagers after receiving such fund

was unaffected or minimally affected by its utilization.
