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The objectives of this research were te study the training needs to gain
information on knowledge required for all land technical officers working in
Registration Sub-divisions of Land Offices, Department of Lands and to compare the
training needs by gender, age, education, position level, work experience, and current
types of work of the target group. The subjects consisted of 300 levels 3-6 land
technical officers, proportionally sampled from 1,097 officers from 333 Provincial
Land Offices in 76 provinces. A set of questionnaires with five-scale assessment and
reliability of 0.98 was used as a research instrument. The data so obtained were
analyzed for percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test and F-test using the SPSS

programme (Statistical Package for the Social Sciences).

The results of the research indicated the following:

1. The land technical officers in the study needed training in order to acquire
knowledge in the following areas: laws related to their work; regulations and steps in
land registration, document issuance and permission; technical examination of
document(s) required for application; and any other significant to their work.

2. There were no significant differences at the level of .05 in the training needs
of the land technical officers by gender, age, education or current types of work, but

there were by position level and work experience.
