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SIRAWAT WONGWANTANEE : THE SOCIAL CAPITAL OF THE SECONDARY
STUDENTS A CASE OF NAKPRASITH SCHOOL. THESIS ADVISOR: ASST.PROF.SUDHUM

The objective of this research was to study the level of social capital in the secondary
school in case of Nakprasith School which was located in Sampran District, Nakornpathom. The
number of the students was used in this research consisted of 320 students and were divided into
6 groups by the level of classes. The period that was used to gather and analyze the data was
from May 2009 to October 2009. The data collection tool is the questionnaire which already
passed the validity and reliability test. The questionnaire is divided into 2 parts ; 1. the questions
about general information of population which are multiple choices and 2. the questions about the
social capital which are Likert Scale. SPSS for window program was used to analyze the data.
Percentage, mean, standard deviation of items, the T-test and One-way ANOVA were used to
analyze the data in order to evaluate the students’ social capital.

The findings of this research were, firstly, the level of social capital in all aspects
falling in “high level”’. Whereas the aspect of norms was in “very high level”. But in aspect of
network and social trust were still falling in “high level”. Secondly, to test hypothesis, it was found
that there were significantly different in level of social capital as a whole in sex, class levels,
leader-non leader, activity involvement and personal respect at the level of 0.05.

Although the social capital of the Nakprasith school’'s secondary students was overall
in “high” level, considering in each aspects, the aspect of network was the least. That might be
caused by the lack of opportunity of the Nakprasith school’s secondary students to interact with
the neighboring schools’ students. To promote the social capital in “network” aspect, the school
should create the activities which the students from the other school can participate together to
make the good relationship between schools. And might create the activities for juniors and

seniors to raise the social capital in “trust” aspect as well.
