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The objectives of this thesis are (1) to study the characteristices of
Suphanburi migrant workers (2) to analyze their costs and benefits of
migration (3) to investigate factors influencing their decisions to work
abroad.

Data used in this study are primary and secondary sources, 192 samples
from interviewing Suphanburi migrant workers are the main source of the
analysis.

It is found that most of Suphanburi migrant workers are married males
with primary school level of education. They go mainly to Taiwan and works

as semiskilled and skilled workers.

Ordinary Least Squares method (OLS) is performed to estimate the
coefficients of the regression equations. The finding from the study shows that
Suphanburi migrants ’ earnings has the most significant impact to work
abroad.

As for the benefit / cost analysis , the benefit / cost ratio is 1.28.

The study also attempts to find Ps’éch ic. costs and benefits of migration

workers.
