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The rubber glove industry are one of finished products that use concentrated
latex as principle material in the production process. Rubber glove products are mainly
exported to foreign markets, which acconat for 80-90% of its total production.
Although world demand of rubber glove is high, its market 1s highly competitive.

The objective of this thesis was to study and analyze factcrs determining
competitive advantage of Thai rubber glove industry, namely factor condition, demand
condition, firm strategy structure and rivalry, related and supporting industry, as well
as the concerned government policy. Theory of competitive advantage was applied as
the analytic framework in the study. IT was aimed to analyze factors affecting export
demand for thai rubber glove. Econometric model of the export demand was estimated
using OLS technique and data used in the study were from 1986 to 2001.

The results revealed that Thailand possessed the competitive advantages over
its competitiors in the factor production, as well as in related and supporting industry.
Increasing number of medical personnel, hospital and medical establishment in

relevant fields should be a basis for greater number of more knowledgeable buyers,

which has been the advantage of Thai rubber glove industry. The study also revealed
that export demand of Thai rubber gloves in the US market changes in the same
direction with the exchange rate, US per capita income, and US import price of
rubber gloves form Malaysia but changes in the opposite direction with export price of

Thai rubber glove.
