The purposc of this research is to explain how and when the ancient communities in
Sathing Phra District, Songkhla Province, became the important sites of cultures in historical —
archaeological vicwpoints.

The study was undertaken by means of archacological methods, 1.e. site survey (of 23
in number), archacological finds analysis, gcological data analysis and natural resources analysis.
The result of the study leads to the conclusion that the development of the communitics during
the 7" — 14" centuries AD depended largely on their own potential adaptation when came into
contact with other local communities and with overseca communities.

These findings obtained. In the 7"~ 8" centuries AD the communitics were affected
by the Indian concept of the Hindu — Buddhist cults, which caused religious art and pattern of
Indian culture development.

From the 8" to the 12" centurics AD. though the Indian culture precursor to the
Srivijayan culture, it gradually faded away , the Sathing Phra’s communitics were greatly
influenced by the Javanese Srivijaya. It is evident that the Javanese images of Mahayanism, i.c.,
Tara, were found in Sathing Phra. And under the trade — policy of Srivijaya. the Sathing Phra’s
communities were into the zenith between the 9" — 10" centuries, for some communitics acted as
a port or an entrepdt of Srivijaya.

In the 12" — 13" centuries when the political power of Srivijaya declined, the ports in
Sathing Phra had survived and were engaged in ceramic trades with China and Cambodia. It is
evident that Chinese Sung and Yuan wares and images of Khmer style were found in many sites
of Sathing Phra and a site called Pa-O was known as a manufacturing site for export local pottery.

The last contact with oversea country was in the 14" century. It is evident that Sathing
Phra came into a direct contact with Sri Lanka in order to renew the Theravadin Buddhist

relationship.
