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The conferring of a degree or certificate to a person is equal to an endorsement
of his knowledge in the said area. In the same fashion, the transfer of credits given to
certain students in some specific subjects means the recognition of their knowledge in
the said subjects. The report of this research is a study on how the credit transfer in
Bachelor of Arts (Political Science) Degree Program, Ramkhamhaaeng University,
was conducted. What were its weaknesses in the credit transfer system, as well as its
mmpact on the policy of human resources development.

This is a documentary research. The sources of data are the 1997 Constitution
ot Thailand, the Educational Reform Act of 1999, Ramkhamhaeng University
Regulations on Credit Transfer, and so forth.

The results of the findings are as follows: the criteria for credit transfer in the
ordinary programs, both at the main campus and regional campuses, are the same. That
i1s, they were able to get some of their credit requirements exempted under the
following conditions:

1) Those students with an associate degree or an equivalencc of other
educational institutions, 19 credits of basic courses, 18 credits of minor courses, and 6
credits of free elective courses will be counted.

2) Those students with a bachelor degree or an equivalence of other
educational institutions, 40 credits of basic courses, 18 credits of minor courses, and 6

credits of free elective courses will be counted.
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3) Those students with a bachelor degree of Ramkhamhaeng University, 40
credits of basic courses, 18 credits of minor courses, and 6 credits of free elective
courses. In addition, if they enrolled in any core courses in political science, and
passed the examination, these courses will also be counted.

4) Those students whose status were expired due to their 8-year limit of study
time was reached, did not enrolled, or did not pay the status-maintaining fee for two
consecutive semesters, or those students who resigned from the university, the credits
their earned during their study in the university will be counted if the courses they took

and passed having the same details and contents of the courses offered in the political

science curriculum.

For those students who enrolled and passed in the non-degree program courses
offered by the university, and would like to have those courses transferred in the
bachelor degree program, will be counted if they have the same details and contents
with the political science program.

But for the credits given to students with personal experience knowledge were
not implemented in the ordinary programs offered in the main and regional campuses.

However, for the special program personal experience knowledge was counted for

credit transferred.
