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The purposes of this research were : to study English reading and writing learning outcomes
of the students after being taught by the Cooperative Learning Approach, to study their group
working behaviors, and to study the students' opinions towards the Cooperative Learning Approach .
The sample consisted of 25 students in sixth grade during the academic year 2005 of Wat Salee
School, Bang Pla Ma District, the Office of Suphan Buri Educational Region 1 .The research design
was one group pretest - posttest design.

The research instruments were the lesson plans based on cooperative learning approach, an
achievement test, students’ group working behaviors observation checklists, and questionnaire used for
asking the students’ opinions towards cooperative learning approach.

The percentage, mean, standard deviation and content analysis were employed to analyze the
collected data .

The results of this research were :

1) The students' learning outcomes in English Reading and Writing after the instruction with
the Cooperative Learning Approach were statistically significant higher than that before the instruction
at the 0.05 level.

2) The group working behaviors of students taught by the Cooperative Learning Approach
revealed that 96.27 % of students were being acquaintance with group working tasks and learning
to accept others opinions and leamning to help each other and encompass in working respectively .

3) The students' opinions towards the Cooperative Learning Approach were at a high level
of agreement. They prefered this approach because they were happy and enthusiastic and gained

more knowledge and understanding while working with groups.
