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The purposes of this research were to compare the English reading development
between Prathomsuksa four students with different English reading abilities, to study students’ social
skills, and to study students’ attitudes toward cooperative leaming techniques.

The sample consisted of one randomly selected class of 45 Prathomsuksa four students
of Darunaratchburi School, Ratchaburi Province during the second semester of the academic year
2004. The students studied the eight English reading using cooperative learning techniques lesson
plans.

The instruments used for gathering data were; 1) eight English reading using cooperative
techniques lesson plans 2) a developmental reading pretest ‘and a developmental reading posttest 3)
an observation form on students’ social skills and 4) a questionnaire on students' attitudes toward
cooperative techniques in teaching English reading.

The analysis of variance (ANOVA) was used to analyze the data in order to compare the
English reading development using cooperative leaming techniques between students of different
abilities. In addition, the mean and standard deviation of items were used to evaluate the students’
social skills and students’ attitudes toward cooperative leaming techniques in teaching English
reading.

The results of the study were:

1.The English reading development between Prathomsuksa four students with different
English abilities are significantly different at 0.05 level.

2. The students’ social skills toward cooperative learning techniques are at the best level.

3.The students’ attitudes toward cooperative learning techniques are at the good level.
