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The purpose of this study was to study the relationship between
- knowledge and attitude of teachers toward authentic assessment of students
in Bangkok Archdiocese section II schools. Four hundred teachers were
randomly selected as samples for this study. The research instrument was
two sets of questionnaires on knowledge and attitude with reliability values
of .72 and .74, respectively.

The results were as follows:

1. The teachers’ knowledge and attitude toward the authentic

assessment were at good level.

2. There was a positive relationship between knowledge and attitude
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of teachers toward authentic assessment at the level of .05 of statistical
difference.

3. The gender difference plays no significant role in determining the
difference in the knowledge of the authentic assessment.

4. The differences in educational levels and teaching experiences had
no significant role in determining the difference in the knowledge of the
authentic assessment.

5. The teachers teaching in grades 10-12 had more knowledge about
the authentic assessment than those in grades 1-3, 4-6 and 7-9 at the level
of .05.

6. The teachers teaching the subject groups of occupation and
technology as well as physical education had more knowledge about the
authentic assessment than those teaching social studies, religion, culture
and art at the level of .05.

7. The teachers of foreign languages had more knowledge about the
authentic assessment than those of mathematics, social studies, religion,
culture, and art at the level of .05.

8. The differences in gender, age, educational level, teaching
experience and teaching level play no significant role in determining
the difference in attitude toward the authentic assessment.

9. The teachers who taught mathematics, science, foreign languages,
the Thai language, physical education and occupational and technology had
more positive attitude toward the authentic assessment than those who

taught social studies, religion and culture at the level of .05.
