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The studies of architecture of Wat Phrathad Lampangluang in the province of Lampang focus on
studying the development of the creation of architectural works in the temple. The creation which, expresses in term of
architectural works and arts that contains the ideas through out the time and space. It also inciudes the relationship
between the architecture in the temple and other Lanna’s architectural works in the various areas of Lanna Empire.
This study concludes the development of architecture in Wat Phrathad Lampangluang for four periods.

1. Mung Rai Dynasty (B.E. 1839 - 2100) The concept of the architectural creation of Wat Phrathad
Lampangluang in this period emphasis on the establishment of the temple in the reign of King Ti Lokaraja. It was
aimed to be the religious center of Lampang. On another hand it expresses the symbolical sign of establishment of the
king power on the land of Lampang. It was utilizing the Buddhist cosmology concept and the poiitical theory of cosmic
precincts. As well as including the spiritual believes of the local, which can be found in the lay-out of the temple.

2. Lanna Empire under the Burmese possession {B.E. 2101 - 2316) The architectural creation during
this period of time still adhere on the Buddhist cosinology concept. Especially, the emphasis cf the entering the Lord
Buddha enlightenment which maans the that the Lord Buddha had entered the center of the universe. It is in the
relation of the intention to reach Buddhist-ground, and nirvana. These concepts could be clearly found in the lay-out of
the temple that base on the main East-West-Axles crossing the minor North-South-Axles, and the pagoda is the center
of the temple. In the main East-West-Axles, especially in the east area, composed of gateway(Sumkong)- Mondapa
Prajaolantong -pagoda(chedi) are also represented these concepts.

3. Lanna Empire under the Siamese possession (B.E. 2317 - 2441) During the reigns of Jao Jet Ton
Dynasty, which replaced the domination of Mung Rai dynasty, intended to restore the original concept of Mung Rai
Dynasty. That makes thc continuity of the architecturs in the temple without changing the 'ay-out. There were
additional artistic decorations only.

4. Mandol Tesapiban (the regime changing to be the provincial govarnor nominated by the king
Rama V), up to preseni period (B.F. 2442 — present) Tiie revolution in the history of political and ecunomic consumed
by capitalism affected the concept of architecture in the temple. The cesign is i10 lenger limited by the demand of the
rulers any more. The architecture in this period of time mostly not much conceptually recreated. Most of them have
copied the existing works with the more influence of the architectural design of the middle region, especially in

Rattanakosin style, depend on the demand of basic usage and contributors’ preference.
