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The purposes of the research are to study the factors that relate to
cohabitation among the young in the urban communities. especially mate
selection, defection culture, the value of sex in social changes and the effect of
cohabitation on the young Thai in urban communities.

The research methods are in-depth interviews, purposive sampling, and

the snowball technique. The study was undertaken involving interviews with 30

females and 30 males, aged between 20 and 30 years.

The study shows that the value of the factors of mate selection, defection
culture, and value of sex in social change relates to gender inequality. However
feminist ideas increase their cohabitation because women worry less about their

future when they lose their ingenuity and they do not want to have a baby.

In Thai society, the young in urban communities have a positive attitude
towards cohabitation. Another effect is that they are more independent fusser

their families when they live alone or with a pastures.
