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This thesis aims to study and analyze Thailand’s problems and obstacles
to her missions under the International Labor Organization (ILO)’s Convention
(No.182) and Recommendation (No.190) of Child Labor Exploitation Forbiddance
in the Worst Conditton. This Convention 1s essential for solving such
exploitation, recognized by the convention as the worst conditions. It includes
Labour Exploitation as Slavery, Child Exploitation for Prostitution and Obscene
Media of Show Production, Child Exploitation in the Illegal Activities, especially
Drug Manufacture and Trafﬁcking as well as Child Exploitation in the
Hazardous Works to Child’s Health, Welfare and Morale. Thailand is now
facing these abuses as well.

After the studies, we discovered that Thailand still has some important

legal demissness for protecting child labour in the worst conditions, when
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compared to the above convention and Proposal. Thailand, besides, encounters
the internal procedures’ inefficiencies to fulfill such Convention and Proposal.
As Thailand had ratified to this Convention, she should be well
prepared, hence, both legal measures and procedures, stipulated in the
Convention. The country mission under this Convention is to amend its internal
laws: Criminal Code, Labour Protection Act B.E. 2541 (1998), Beggar Control
Act B.E. 2484 (1941), Distribution and Trade of Obscene Materials Suppression
Act B.E.2471 (1928), Narcoticsact Act B.E.1979. etc. For this reason, Thailand
should establish the responsible agencies in order to enhance the mission
completion produce the legal effects that meet the targets of the Convention of
Child Labour Exploitation Forbiddance in the Worst Conditions, and benefit the
