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Sanction on Iraq is resulted of United Nations Security Council
(UNSC) Resolution 661 response invasion and occupation of Kuwait by Iraq
in 1990. This sanction press Iraq to end and to restore the sovereignty,
independence and territorial integrity of Kuwait. Although, Iraq have
withdraw their forces from Kuwait, United Nations (UN) is still proceed
sanction against Iraq but change objective to establishing the objective of
universal elimination of weapon of mass destruction which include nuclear,
mis}siles, chemical and biological weapons. However, sanction against Iraq
has many impacts not only on political issues but also on humanitarian issues.
Thus, we have to consider sanction from both in political view and social and

humanitarian view.
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The purposes of this research were: (1) to study UN sanction and roles
of UN against Iraq and Iraq’s reaction and roles on UN sanction. (2) To study
factors which mmpact success of UN sanction against Iraq. (3) To study,

analyze and foresee the feasibility of success of UN sanction implementation

before 2002.
The major conclusions of the study are:

1. United Nations have blockaded and controlled Iraq’s import-export
according to UNSC resolution 661 and 687.Besides, UN with collaborative
with United States of America (USA) and United Kingdom (UK) have
established “no-fly zone” over northern and southern part of Iraq in order to
protect and support Irag government oppositions like Kurdish and Shiite.
These measure will force Iraq government to follow UN requesting which
include allowing UN inspector continue their work in Iraq, declaring and
climinating Iraq’s weapons of mass destruction. Furthermore, USA has
supported Iraq government opposition to overthrow Suddum Hussein regime
and government.

Iraq has denied following UN’s measure. Moreover, Iraq
government has been seeking allies to support their requesting to lift sanction.
Iraq has tried to criticize UN sanction by linking sanction and humanitarian

issues.
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2. There are many factors effect the success of UN’s sanction against
Iraq include Iraq’s Domestic Politics, Economics, Social and:Humanitarian,
Politics in Arab world and Middle East country, Politics in UN and UNSC,
world economic and world’s humanitarian trend. These factors not only 'effect
to the success of sanction but also effect to a legitimacy of sanction.

3. USA has tried to use UN as a one of foreign policy tools in order to
maintain their hegemonic status. However, other great-power like Russia,
China does not satisfy with USA role and try to counter and resist by
supporting Iraq. It likes great-power use Iraq as a political arena to balancing
their power.

4. UN sanction trend to loose legitimacy and Iraq’s requesting to lift
sanction has been supported from more country. However, USA try to link
Iraq government and terroiist group in order to remain sanction legitimacy.

Although, Iraq’s weapons of mass destruction is a threat of peace and
security both in Middle East and the world but sanction and trying to
eliminate Iraq’s weapons of mass destruction has fatal humanitarian impact.

So, we have to review sanction and its impact again.
