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Abstract

The Purpose of the Study

This study was an exploratory research focussed on the moral practice
perceived of the upper secondary school students at the Demonstration school of
Ramkhamhaeng University. The major purpose of this study was to study the
moral practice perceived of seven virtual aspects : hospitality, politeness, gratitude
or gratefulness, punctua.lity, honesty, self — discipline, and bravery.

The tool utilized in this survey consistgd of questionnaires -constructed for
evaiuation the moral practice pérceived of the upper secondary scﬁool students.
The questionnaires comprised 2 pan;. In part I, there were 546 questionnaires collected
fr(')m}6§(v)r ‘ones (86.7 %) and in part II, the questionnaires were ‘moral activity
| peffonnéncés evaluated by the teachers and guidance teachers. In both part I and pért 11,
the questionnaires were checked by the researcher from the activity aitendance controllers,

and these questionnaires were 6f~{h@r—chéékin'g klistsfcc;fl"sristin”g' of 2 parts which were the
marks (from both of them) added up to those concerning the-moral practice activities
participated for the activity teachers with 50 from 63 questionnaires (79.3 %) for collected
onges.

The data analysis was dircctly concerning the use of the grouped data
(frequency distribution) finding the percentages mean (:\’—) and the standard deviation
(S.D.) including onc — way Anova analysis of variances using t-test. For cach pair
test LSD was used.

The Conclusion of the Study
From thc outcomes of the data analysis, thcy were found as followed :
1. The moral practice perceived of the upper sccondary school students of the

demonstration School of Ramkhamhacng University with the view of all sides was at high

level. When cach side was considered. it could be in the respective orders : politeness,
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bravery, self-discipline, and hospitality. All of these aspects were rated to be fairly good,
especially in the_ moral practice perceived in the sides of gratitude, punctuality, and
honesty.
2. The results of comparison of the moral practice perceived of the Demonstration

School students of Ramkhamhaeng University were as followed.

2.1 By considering different sexes with the view of all sides was not different .
When each side was considered concerning punctuality, and self-discipline, it was found to
be different. For other sides, they were not different.

2 -2 By considering the ages with the view of all aspects was found to be not
dlfferent With each side, it was found to be not different, either. .

2.3 By considering learnmg program with the view of }m sides, it was found to
be different. When each side was consndered the moral practice perceived of the students

_ 2.4 By Considering the different class levels with the view of all“sides was
found to be not different. When each side was considered; it was found that every side was
of no difference. -

3. By considering the moral practice perceived of the upper secondary
school students at Demonstration School of Ramkhamhaeng University by dividing
into cach side and cach item was found that the weckly activities following the school
projects participated by most students who were boy-scouts and girl-scouts participating in
both boy-scouts and girl-scouts activitics. For the weekly activity project with small
numbcr of the students’ participation were the homeroom and weckend mcctings. For the
annual activity following thc school project, it was found that the students participating in

¢vcry activity. By comparing between the moral practice perceived of the students at the

high Icvel and those participating in the so-called practice at the low level, it was found

that there was statistically significant difference at .05 especially, concerning hospitality,
gratitude, honesty, and bravery, punctuality and self-discipline, but the sides of gratitude,

and politeness were found to be not significant difference at .05
