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This research aims to survey and compare teaching styles of school supervisors and
student-teachers teaching English subject at the selected schools for the practicum. The target
group consists of eleven school supervisors from five government secondary schools and one
private secondary school and eleven student-teachers from the Faculty of Education. Chiang Mai
University. The research instrument is the teaching style inventory of Dunn & Dunn (1993)
translated in Thai language by Manthra Thammabutra (2003).

The research results are as follows :

1. The teaching style of school supervisors is TST mostly except the classroom design
(STT), the teaching atmosphere (STT) and the educational philosophy (SIT).

2. The teaching style of student-teachers is mostly TST for one half and the other half
is STT. But the evaluation technigne and educational philosophy are SIT.

3. The school supervisors’ teaching style is mostly the same as student-teachers
except the student grouping which is TST for school supervisors and SIT for student-teachers,

and the teaching atmosphere which is STT for school supervisors and TST for student-teachers.
