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The objectives of this research were to study the Teaching Style of School Supervisors
and Student Teachers Teaching Thai Langauge at the selected school, after 7 years of Thai
educational reformation since 1999. Whether there was any difference between the two groups.
The researching tool had been translated from the teaching style inventory of the Dunn & Dunn
(1993) by Manthara Thammabutra (2003, page 32). The results were (1) the student teachers’
teaching style was the Tst; except the evaluation technique and educational philosophy were SIt.
(2) Most of the school supervisors’ teaching style was the Tst; except educational philosophy was
SIt (3) when compared between school supervisors and student teachers, they had mostly the
same style; except the evaluation technique, student teachers’ teaching style was SIt, but the

school supervisors’ teaching style was Tst.
