The purpose of the thesis is to study a Northeastern Thai versions of the tale
of Lam Tak Ka Taen Kham. The texts are found in palm-leaf manuscripts, written in
Dhamma I-San script in 5 volumes, 186 pages, dated 1919 A.D.

The result of the study of general aspects reveals that the narrative of the tale
of Lam Tak Ka Taen Kham belongs to Jataka style. The purpose is to preach the
Buddhist doctrine and to entertain people.

The tale of Lam Tak Ka Taen Kham is written in prose and poem, each
passage begins with a short Pali verse, followed by paraphrase in Northeastern Thai
dialect. The main character of the tale of Lam Tak Ka Taen Kham differs from those of
Northeastern Thai literary works. The hero was born animal and never been transformed
into a human, even at the end of story. Probably because the author wanted to illustrate
that the appearance is not so significant as the virtue. The poetic dictions are versified
and imaginative with various figures of speech.

This work reflects some social aspects, way of life, social values, beliefs and
an ethic. It may be concluded from this work that Buddhism is mostly significant to the

Northeastern Thai people.
