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The purpose of this thesis is to analyse the teaching devices which are shown in
the form of Taboo in the Northeastern literary work, Soi Sai Kam. The result of this thesis
shows that the taboo can be categorised by the steps of life : marriage, house building,
housework management, funeral and posthumous rites. Each taboo is the prohibition to
control people’s behaviour. It is the way of Northeasten people’ s lives espacially in the past.

The researh indicates that there are two kinds of the teaching devices in this
literary work :

1. The teaching device in the form of threatening people to follow the religion
rules such as beliefs of hell and law of karma (action). Author always use the negative words
to make people afraid of sin.

2. The teaching device in the form of the inspiring or encouraging people to follow
the rules on the way of life for the prosperity. So the Author always use the positive words to
persuade people to practice that teaching. '
