The thesis focuses on the architectural form and proportion of vemacutar houses that
have been described in a poem in Koa Yo, Songkhla province. A comparative study has been made
between an abbot residence and a local house. The historical research included the studies of the
process of Architectural forming which resulted from the geological environment, the weather, social,
culture, the way of life. All of these has been archively processed through construction skill through
the life style. Thus, these process directly effected the identity of the architectural characteristic of
Koa Yo residences. Study by document and workshop as for survey, photography and interview.

1. Ihe planning of Koa Yo residence has been intiuenced from the idea of Chinese
ancestor by using the planning which is similar to the arrangement of the Chinese shrine. This
arrangement located chrine at the end of the main circulation. Other functions were also arrange
alongside this main path. The Koa Yo residence utilized the difference of floor level both to define
different functions and to maintain through ventilation.

2. The comparison of the proportion between vemnacular by poem which seperated each
unit by the house fronting to the oroportion of 1:1:1 in similar to abbot residence and the local house
that the residence with double gables beside the small gable and were only populized in the group
of relatives. The proportion cf Koa Yo residence is 1:2:1. The result from the analysis of the main
character of Koa Yo residence are double gabies beside the small gabel arid three gables.

3. The architectural of the veracular by poem founded that the formation of architecture
is directly connected to the function requirements and the human scale of the in inhabitants Thus, the
volume of the interior space is not too big nor too small to be uncomfortable from the relationships
above. In conclusion the identity of the architectural expresion of Koa Yo residence which resuilted in
the architectural which possessed the perfectly maiched between function requirements and the

architectural proportion. This resulted in a comfortable living zone related to the tropical environment.
