ThlS research was to analyze the form, structure, meanmg, expresswe tone, function, and

" concept of 1dtoms ‘m Lan Na legends which reflected socxal values held by Lan Na people. From
| the 1100 legends, 122 idiorns were found excluding those repeatedly appeared in 26 legends. The
findings reveal that: |

| From the analysis of the idioms’ structure, it was found that there were three type's of
structures — word, phrase, and sentence. . The idioms with more than two syllables came in two
forms — those with and without rhyme Regardmg their meanmg, there were two types of
| _sxgmﬁcatlon — those with completely dlfferent meamng from the words and those wrth meamng
that partly differed from the words. The ex_pressxve tone of the 1droms was _desrgned by thelr' :
creator to signify their intention to communicate the message through the idioms' There were 12
tones found in these idioms. They were the tones of showing off, stressing the 51gn1ﬁcance of
v b1rth orrgm ordering for comphance complementmg, cynics, cntlcs feehng sorry for the lost
'opportumty, sympathy, warnmg, apprec1atlon metaphoric comment and anxiety. -

In analyzmg the function of the idioms, 1t was found that the 1dloms used in Lan Na '
| legends had the functions of elaboratmg the characters or eplsodes in the legends stressmg the
importance of the characters and episodes 1nvthe legends, linking cause and effect, and
communicating :rnental images between the creators of the legends and those who read and
listened to them. The use of idiom in the legends helped clarify the eontent, ma]re it more -
interesting, and fit the legend writer’s intention to communicate.

In conceptually analyzing the idioms, it was found that there were 8 concepts embedded
in the idioms appeared in Lan Na legends: (1) the concept reflecting various societal conditions —
during peace, war, deteriorating, and reconstructing; (2) the concept reflecting social values such
as bravery during the war, unity and care for one another, humbleness and respecting the others,
gratitude, complying to the mores and traditions, and counting and distance estimation; (3) the
concept reflecting birth origin; (4) the concept reflecting the desirable king’s characteristics; (5)
the concept reflecting women in the society; (6) the concepts reflecting social relationship,
kinship, friendship, master and servant relationship, and town-to-town ’relationship; (7) the
concept reflecting Buddhist beliefs such as the law of karma, belief in merit and fortune, and the
belief in the wreck as the irhpact of morality deterioration; and (8) the concept reflecting mental

condition of the people in the soc'iety such as happiness or suffering.
