The purposes of this research were to study three agricultural intellectuals in the land
reform areas, and to investigate their learning process for living in accordance with the
sufficiency economy philosophy. The qualitative research methodology used was a case study.
The study comprised of three agricultural intellectuals living in land reform areas in Chachoensao,
Nakhon Pathom, and Ratchaburi province. The data were collected through document analysis, in
depth-interview and observation. Content analysis was used to analyze the data.

The findings reveal that :

1. Before living in accordance with the sufficiency economy philosophy, the informants
encountered severe difficulties in family, agricultural activities, social, economy, and health.

2. Their learning process for living in accordance with the sufficiency economy
philosophy consisted of perception, awareness of the problems, attentiveness, real life practices,
correction, improvement and development. They were slightly different in the learning process;
based on their background. The first one engaged in the sufficiency economy philosophy by
joining training courses and became aware of life problems. The second one realized in the
necessity of solving life problems and learned how to solve them. They started paying more
attention in order to learn and try to apply for practical uses in real life. The third one engaged in
the sufficiency economy philosophy by joining training courses and applied his experiences to
test on real operation. He realized the need for changes and performed the corrective actions and

then improved and developed his practices until he was successful in living his life.
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
