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This thesis aims to study two historical Khmer literary works authored by Beew
Chayleing, namely “The Hero” (Weeraburut) and “The Intellectual” (Wittayaburut). This thesis aims
to analyze the main idea, plot, writing strategies, characters, dialogues, settings, and writing style of
the two works. Moreover, it analyzes Cambodian’s culture, traditions, beliefs and values as reflected
in the literary.

Two novels have very similar themes. The view point is patriotism. The literary devices
are similar but the details of the story are different. Concerning writing style, the two novels have
exactly the same writing style. The author uses beautiful language, including a generous amount of
Pali and Sanskrit words. This indicates that the author has an extensive knowledge of languages and
has mastered word éhoioe. The author shows comparisons by using similes and metaphors to allow
readers to visualize each scene as described in the novels. Punctuations are used in the dialogues, such
as exclamation marks, parentheses, quotation marks, in such a way as to engage readers and keep
them absorbed in the story.

Cambodian’s culture, traditions, beliefs and values as reflected in the two literary works,
have various characteristics. Although, two literary works were written for several years but
reflections still remains. Studying these two literary historical works allows us to have an insight into

the author’s writing strategies.
