Detection of color additives in egg noodle, wonton sheet and rice cﬁspy%v?s%e?f(?m%d.
Twenty samples were extracted with 70-95 % alcohol and cleaned up by column chromatography.
The eluates were concentrated and identified for the color additives by paper chromatography and
spectrophotometry. Water-soluble synthetic dyes which are permitted to add in other food;
Tartrazine, Brilliant blue, Ponceau 4R, Carmoisine and Sunset Yellow FCF were found in 70 %
of the samples , and a non-permitted synthetic dye; Amaranth, was also found in one of them.
According to the Ministry of Public Health Regulation, synthetic color additives are prohibited in
egg noodle, wonton sheet and rice crispy. Those synthetic color additives found may be harmful

to consumers.
