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This research aimed to analyze curriculum for training teachers to teach basic
education, Faculty of Education Chiang Mai University concerning structure, content, teaching
and learning processes, measurement and evaluation and to develop curriculum for training
teachers to teach basic education. Population were the fourth year students of the academic year
2007’, 19 students majoring in social studies, 15 students majoring in science, 22 students
majoring in mathematics, 16 students majoring in Thai, 26 students majoring in English, 7 core
course lecturers and 15 other subject lecturers and persons related to curriculum. Research tools
consisted of questionnaires and interviews. Data were analyzed by percentage, mean and
standard deviation. The research findings were as follows:

1. Curriculum structure

The researchers concluded that curriculum structure which contains 174-176
credits was adequate. General education, field of specialization and free electives were suitable,
but academic content courses as indicated by students were not suitable.

2. Content

2.1 Core courses
The students indicated that the core courses were very useful in terms of
learning management, self-development, continuing studies, while for daily life usage and for
professional purposes were at an adequate level. The lecturers and persons related to curriculum

indicated that courses were very useful. In addition, the students indicated that the core courses
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were interesting and up-to-date, and the number of credits, the objectives, learning provision, and
measurement and evaluation were at a medium level.

2.é Major courses

Lecturers and persons related to curriculum indicated that the students of the
5 majors were able to mostly apply all the required courses and recommended courses.
3. Learning and teaching processes
3.1 Learning and teaching core courses processes
The students of the 5 majors, the lecturers and persons related to curriculum
indicated that the lecturers implemented the learning and teaching activities both at good and
medium levels.

3.2 Learning and teaching major courses

The students of the 5 majors indicated that the lecturers of major courses in -
required and recommended content courses implemented the learning and teaching activities boi‘h
at good and medium levels.

4. Measurement and evaluation

The students of the 5 majors and lecturers and persons related to curriculum
indicated that the guidelines of measurement and evaluation were very suitable.

For the curriculum development, there should be an increase in required
educational courses, and a decrease in major content courses. The core course, 100200 should be
adjusted to be used more in the teaching profession, the 100201 courses should be made more
up-to-date, the credits of 100204 and 100400 courses should be adjusted to suit the content.

In the process of learning and teaching, the lecturers should pretest the students and focus on
student-centred learning and teaching; provide students opportunities to take part in class

activities and allow students to provide measurement and evaluation criteria.
