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This research aims to (1) study of characteristics of OTOP entrepreneurs of groups of
produces, sole proprietorships and SMEs in Nakhonpathom Province, (2) study of the characteristic
comparisons of SMEs by OTOP groups. Entrepreneurs were classified into 3 characteristics i.¢ entrepreneurs
who were community producers, sole proprietorships and SMEs. The sample size was calculated by Talo
Yamane and 245 samples were sclected by the Stratified Sampling Method from entrepreneurs who
were community producers, sole proprietorships and SMEs. The tool applied was one set of the
questionnaire. The data was analyzed by the SPSS fro Window Program. The basic descriptive statistics
were applied, namely, frequency, mean (X)and percentage. The inferential statistics were standard
deviation (S.D.), t-test and Oneway ANOVA including the Scheffe multiple comparison technique.

It was found from the rescarch that : From the comparison study on 13 characteristics
supporting SMEs of 3 OTOP groups, namely, community producers, sole proprietorships and SMEs, in
Nakhonpathom Province, 74 entrepreneurs who were community producers has the average scores of
characieristics supporting SMEs at the moderate level of 3.39 % ; 57 entrepreneurs who were sole
proprictorships had the average scores of characteristics supporting SMEs at the high level or 4.11% and
62 entrepreneurs who were had the average scores of characteristics supporting SMEs at the very high
level of 4.44 % From Hypothesis 1, it was found that the differences on characteristics supporting SMEs
in term of risk taking, endurance, interpersonal skill, failure management, motivation and power, vision
and goal, aearch f or information, seek for opportunity, creativeness, self — confidence and innovation and
responsibility of OTOP groups in Nakhonpathom Province were at the significant level of 0.01. The
differences on characteristics in term of search for accomplishment and honesty o fthe OTOP groups in

Nakhonpathom Province were at the significant level of 0.05
