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The purposes of this research are 1) to study and analyze the locational pattems of industrial
estate in Thailand, 2) to study locational patterns of industry in the industrial estates, 3) to compare the
factors which influencing industriat location selection of investors between state industrial estates and private
industrial estates and 4) to compare the factors influencing industrial location selection of investors between
in industrial estate Zone 1, Zone 2 and Zone 3. The data used in was the secondary data between the year
2001 and the year 2002 from Industrial Estate Authority of Thailand and government agencies. The spatial
unitis 11 provinces which have industrial estates. The methodology and techniques used in this research are
the cartographic method, t-test, chi—square(‘/f) and F-test.  The results of this research are as follows :

With regard to the spatial pattemn of industrial estates in Thailand, the Central Region and the East
Region contained industrial estates the most. Rayong Province had the longest number of industrial estates.
Among investment promotion Zone 2 had industrial estates the most. ‘With respect to the pattem of the location
of manufacturing industries in industrial estales, the provinces which industries were located in industrial
Cslates most are Samut Prakan, Chonburi, Bangkok and Ayutthaya provinces.The Central Region contained
electronic and science equipment industries the most .especially in Autthaya. In the East Region, Chonburi
province had automobile and transportation industries the most. In state industrial estates, Bangkok contained
manufacturing industries the greatest.With respect types of manufacturing industry, electronic and science
equipment industries were located most. In private industrial estates, Samut Prakan and Ayutthaya provinces
were the greatest location of manufacturing industry. Iron and metal industry was located mostly . The factors
which are significantly statisticai different(Q0=0.05) in choosing the location of manufacturing industry of
investors between in state industrial estates and in private ones are capitals, public services and facilities
(water supply, providing commercial and residential areas and transportation). The factors influencing
investors decision making to choose the location of manufactonng industry among Zone 1, Zone il and Zone
11 of the industrial estates, are numbers of factories, land value, public services and facilities(prices of central
mairitenance, price of water supply, transportation facility). distance from Bangkok International Airport,

proximity to airports, and distance from Klongtoey Seaport and privileges from the govemment.
