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The analysis of “Thai novel identity on internet” was to study the changing of
communicational society including factors and impacts on novel writing presentation from the
authors’ view point influenced by the internet; novel identities comparison between printed matter
and website including the historical background; writing perspectives, the changing of
characteristics and the structures of presentation; the diversities of technologies; and the impacts of
internet novel on authors’ and readers’ behaviors. The information related to printed matter and
website were collected through qualitative and quantitative methods for example authors, readers,
commentators, editors and webmasters were interview.

The study found that the novel identities on the internet in postmodern period have
become the major role in building up external identities. There has been the use of multimedia
such as pictures and sounds as the interactive components including using scoring system and also
provide the opportunities for writers and readers to share their ideas. These features initiate the
building up of media social which have tremendous effects on internal identity. The internet and
website has become an open space for writers to be individualistic and be able to socialize and to
create their writings. They also can criticize and put down the writer sense of self and to destroy
conservatism of old style novel. These cause the use of new language, different kind of novel, and
diverse writing culture, not clinging to nationalism presentation. The circle of novel business has
to concentrate on marketing rather than to sale the books. In the future, the novel will be sold
through the downloading and will be read on e-book instead of printed matters. All readers and
writers will communicate via internet since all books including novels will be in the internet

society where every individual have a freedom to write, read and criticize any matter.
