This analysis on the performance of the operation of a government bank branch was
conducted on eight economic components: net profit, deposits, intercst revenue, non-interest
revenuc, interest expense, lending, repayment and quality assets.

The results of the study reveal rather high fluctuating growth rates in all eight economic
components. These are indicated by the growth rates in the fourth quarter of 2001 accounting
year which were 9.63%, 15.56%, -41.99%, 60.06%, -33.81%, -44.93%, 1.96% and -0.18%
compared to those in the first quarter of 2002 accounting year which were 201.47%, 11.02%,
132.88%, -59.15%, 55.93%, 71.27%, 18.73% and -0.56% for each of the eight components,
respectively. The forecast on the growth rates of net profit, deposits, interest revenue, non-
interest revenue, interest expense, lending, repayment and quality assets for the second quarter

of 2002 accounting year came out to be 42.03%, 4.14%, 59.68%, 1.38%, 4.33%, 2.07%,

4.71% and -0.30%, respectively.

The results from the analysis on the past performance and the forcast on future growth
ratcs suggested that this branch of government bank under study had the weakness in interest
revenue, lending and quality assets components and the strength in net profit, deposits, non-

interest revenue, interest expense and repayment components.
