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The purposes of this research were 1) to study the effectiveness of group process on each of skill
and total ; interpersonal relationship and communication skills, decision making and problem solving skills,
coping with emotion and stress skills on developing knowledge and soclal skilis of matayom 4 students. 2) to
study the effectiveness of printed materials on each of skill and total, interpersonal relationship and
communication skills, decision making and problem solving skills, coping with emotion and stress skills on
developing knowledge and social skills oi matayom 4 students. 3) to compare the effectiveness of group
process, printed material group and routine leaming group on each of skill and total on developing
knowledge and social skills among matayom 4 students Pattarayanwittaya schoo! Nakhon Pathom . Three
groups of 60 multi-stage random sampling of matayom 4 students, two experimental groups and one routine
leaming group. The research instruments had been used in this study were 1) group process program
2) printed materizl 3) knowlauge and social skill questionaires. The data was analyzed for means of
percentage(%), mean -()-E) standard deviation, t-test dependence and One- Way ANOVA .

The results were :

1. There was effectiveness of group process on developing knowledge and social skills
among the samples.

2. Therz was effectiveness of printed material on developing knowiedge and social skills
among ne samples.

“.  There was significant differencec at the p.value equals to .05 level on developing
knowledge and social skilis of the effectiveness of group process, printed material group and routine
leaming group on developing knowledge and social skills among the routine leaming group and the
expermental groups. The experimental groups had higher means on develcping knowledge and social skills
than the routine leaming group. But the mean of students who studied by the group process and printed
material group was found not to be significantly different at p.value equat to .05 'eval.
