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This thesis studies the concepts, principles, and the formation of
professional education organizations in Thailand. In addition, investigated is
the control exercised over the education profession by the Teacher’s Council
of Thailand in accordance with the Law Regarding the Council of Teachers
and Educational Personnel and the control of the teaching profession
employed in private schools in accordance with the Law Regarding Private
Schools.

However, the law in this case is incompatible with the issuance of
licenses for members of the education profession by the Teacher’s Council of
Thailand in several respects: the commission of criminal offences by those in
the educational profession; the use of the authority of professional organizations

in supervising and intervening in the management and the operations of the
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Teacher’s Council of Thailand; and the overlapping of the management and
operation of the Teacher’s Council of Thailand as a whole with individual
committees. As such, this study analyzes and compares all data relevant to
these problems, as well as presenting guidelines for the amendment of related
laws or the enforcement of existing laws in accordance with the intent of these
laws.

Findings indicate that since 2003 the enforcement of the Law Regarding
the Council of Teachers and Education Personnel has created problems
concerning the Law Regarding Private Schools in the control of the teaching
profession in private schools. The law in use allows those having an educational
level lower than that of a bachelor’s degree to apply for licensing as a principal
or teacher in private schools. This is not in compliance with the Law Regarding
the Council of Teachers and Educational Personnel which stipulates that such
applicants must at least hold a bachelor’s degree in order to apply for a license
from the Teacher’s Council of Thailand. This disharmony concerning
stipulations regarding the educational level of applicants has resulted in
criminal offences being committed. For the practice operative in private
schools is in violation of the Law Regarding the Council of Teachers and
Education Personnel since personnel are being appointed who do not hold
licenses from the Teacher’s Council of Thailand.

In regard to determining appropriate fees for educational licensing, the
Minister of Education issued a decree stipulating fees for licensing. Later, a

new decree was issued to waive the fee for licensing members of the
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education profession who are members of the Teacher’s Council of Thailand.
However, there were no legal justifications for such waivers. This case shows
that there is an overlapping of authority of the Teacher’ Council of Thailand
and the Professional Standards Committee in the management and operation
of the Teacher’s Council of Thailand.

Suggestions to remedy such problems are as follows:

The Teacher’s Council of Thailand or the Permanent Secretary of the
Ministry of Education, who wields authority over the Office of the Private
Education Commission, should consider this issue of disharmony in
conjunction with the Ministry of Education. To this end, the authority invested
in the Law Regarding Private Schools should be used to justify the issuance of
a new decree of the Ministry of Education or in an amendment to the decree
issued in the past which addresses this issue. Those applying for licenses to be
principals or teaéhefs in private schools should have educational qualifications
in conformity with the requirements stipulated by the Law Regafding the
Council of Teachers and Educational Personnel.

Administrative measures regarding infractions of the Law Regarding
the Council of Teachers and Education Personnel should be used in lieu of
treating violations as criminal offences. The management and operations of
the Teacher’s Council of Thailand should be brought into conformity with the
objectives of the law, and should be free from arbitrary intervention on the
part of the Minister of Education. The authority exercised by the Teacher’s

Council Committee and the Professional Standards Committee should be

clearly delineated and distinguished in accordance with the intent of the law.
If this recommendation is carried out, overlapping of the authority exercised

by these two committees can be circumvented.
