The purposes of this research were to : 1) construct a set of activities designed for
learners development to improve their Thai usage among second level students training to be
tourist guides at Phra Pathom Chedi and develop its efficiency to meet the 80/80 perceny of
the hypothetical criterion, 2) compare the second level students’ achievement of speaking skill
before and after the activities designed for learners development to improve Thai usage
training to be tourist guides at Phra Pathom Chedi, 3) evaluate the students’ ability as tourist
guides at Phra Pathom Chedi, and 4) study the second level students’ opinions about
the activities designed for learners development to improve Thai usage. The construction of
the activities designed for learners development consisted of 4 aspects, namely : 1) the study
of the fundamental data and needs, 2) the construction and improvement of the set of
activities designed for learners development, 3) the experiment of the activities designed for
learners development, and 4) the evaluation and the improve. The instruments employed to
collect data were : 1) a plan of activities designed for learners development, 2) an
achievement test of speaking skill, 3) an evaluation form of students’ ability as tourist guides,
and 4) a questionnaire inquiring students’ opinions about the activities designed for learners
development. The collected data were analyzed by the statistical means of percentage,
mean, standard deviation, t-test dependent, and content analysis.

The findings were as follows : 1) The set of activities designed for learners
development to improve Thai usage among second level students training to be tourist guides
at Phra Pathom Chedi was found efficient at 82.17/88.33 2) The second level students’
achievement of speaking before and after the activities designed for learners development to
improve Thai usage training to be tourist guides at Phra Pathom Chedi was statistically found
significantly different at the level of .05 3) The students' ability as tourist guides at
Phra Pathom Chedi was found at the high level whereas, with regard to the speaking
evaluation, the students' appropriate use of their voices and their emotion was scored the
most and with regard to the students' ability evaluation as tourist guides, the
students' personality was scored the most as well. 4) The second level students revealed
their positive opinions about the activities designed for learners development to improve
Thai usage training to be tourist guides at Phra Pathom Chedi and the activities were
revealed beneficial due to the students' opportunities to practice speaking skill, to realize
the alternatives of further education and future careers and to raise the spiritual awareness of
the importance of Phra Pathom Chedi as the invaluable historical place for the locals of
Nakorn Pathom province.
