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Health, health awareness, and education are the ways to develop the children and the youngs which shall have
an impact on a long term basis for country development. Thus, they have to be processed all together. it is vital that the
involved elements be coordinated, useful, and supportive to one another. This research has the objective to produce media kit
and the systematic learning process for the development of network among student leaders’ in health promotion schools. The
population under study were Pathomsuksa 6 pupils in their second semester year 2005 from a total of 8 schools located in
Phutthamonthon District, Nakhon Pathom Province. The samples were selected by purposive sampling through the process of
community stage and teacher participation. There were 47 student leaders, 13 males and 34 females. The media were
produced in a multi stage with efficiency criteria of 80/80. The test was done by the network of the teachers. The team of
research assistants had also developed the understanding and the skills for the team work. The data collection was both
quantitative and qualitative ones via the use of questionnaire and participatory observation which in created the researcher.
The data analysis in use was frequency distribution, percentage, means, standard deviation, and the test of efficiency by
Statistical Package for the Social Science (SPSS+) program, including the qualitative analysis and content analysis. The
research result can be summarized as follows:

There are 3 parts of the process involved, namely, (1) the process of planning Participatory which was done by
the brainstorming workshop among the leaders and the experts in the Community in order to find out the need and the basic
information composing of the need for health of the schools in Phutthamonthon District, of the experiences in the health
promotion schools, of the guidelines for the development of learning process in the health promotion schools, of the guidelines
for potential building-up in the management of school network under the supervision of District office (Amphur), of the
guidelines for the development of the network among student leaders, as well as the criteria in the selection of pupils, media
Development, learning promotion and key environmental factors, (2) the media production and the development in a
systematic process which composes of the process to analyze community information and the test of media in a multi stage up
to the point of gaining in the efficient media in accordance with the set criteria for media kit, teacher manual, and manual for
the network of student leaders, (3) the design and the set-up of learning process in a systematic manner which is proceeded
by the arrangement for camping activity for Phutthamonthon pupils in health promotion schools. It has found that the media kit
and the systematic learning process are appropriate and efficient for the learning and for the potentials development among the
network of student leaders in related to health promotion in schools, whereby the efficacy of leaming are increased. Therefore,
the production of the media kit and the systematic learning process are one of the guidelines for media development and
learning process arrangement which is the effective support towards schools for health promotion.

This research has offered the following recommendations: the school executives should consider the use of the
media kit and the systematic learning process by the camp of Phutthamonthon pupils among health promotion schools by
training them in order to develop the skills for their health care-taking, as well as to stimulate the pupils to have better desired

health status.
